The P.P.P. warned in April last year that mo time 1limi%
had been set for the work of the Commission and consequently
it could take as long as it wished to settle this very lme
portant matter, Also thers was no guarantee that the proe
mises given sinee *1985 would be fulfilled to the letier,

This issue is a cause af mich concern by the Amerindian
people whose very future dopends on the sincerity and honesty
of the Commission’s work. '
